The hall is heated with our environmentally friendly biomass boiler, car parking is available in the square and there is adequate space to turn a coach or minibus. We ask the people refrain from parking on the grass when the ground is wet.

Main Hall

The Main Hall measures 15*7m and seats 95 for dining, 110 seated theatre style, or 210 standing – it also has capacity for 150 dancing! The hall is equipped with a PA system, portable bar, tables and chairs to allow you to make whichever layout you require
It is the perfect venue for weddings, parties, functions and conferences and has plenty of space for dancing. The Hall is equipped with a stage measuring approximately 25 square metres which would be ideal for musical and dramatic productions, where the committee room could be used as a backstage dressing room. The Hall is also perfect for commercial sales, lectures, ceilidhs, conferences, jumble sales and fairs.

The Meeting Room can be set up for meetings or presentations for approximately 10 people and measures approximately 18 square metres.
